Corrected Issues

Multicast IGMP

An issue was fixed where the camera did not properly follow the IGMP protocol messages to join and
leave multicast groups. This causes issues with certain types of network switches.

PTZ presets.
For PTZ models: An issue was fixed where PTZ presets were not properly saved when in manual mode.

PTZ control.
For PTZ models: An issue was fixed where PTZ could not properly be controlled in Chrome.

PHP version update
The camera web interface is now using an updated version (7.3.9) of PHP HTML scripting language.
